The French Electricity Association asks RTE to publish power generation data
on its website.

UFE, the French Electricity Association, believes that transparency is vital for the
development of the electricity market, as it improves visibility for the various players involved.

In partnership with RTE, it has therefore decided to make aggregated data on each of the
different generation technologies available to the market players, via the RTE website:

0 Ex postinformation concerning electricity generated in France (by nuclear, thermal,
hydro-electric and other plants), along with weekly data on the water reserves
available to French hydro-electric plants;

o0 Ex ante information concerning forecasts for the availability of generating capacities
in the short, medium and long term.

The aim of the joint initiative is to boost transparency in the electricity market, by making
this information available to all of the players involved (generators, suppliers, traders,
major customers, institutional bodies).

The initiative is open to all generators who wish to sign up. To begin with, it will cover the
three main generators in France (EDF, Suez and SNET), which represent more than 90% of
French electricity production. Others are set to come on board in the future.

The specifications indicating precisely what data are available on request.

The information will be made available on the RTE website by 15" November 2006 at the
latest. These data will be updated on a daily basis :

0 ex post data will go on-line at 4.30 pm the following day

0 ex ante data will be published every day at 10 am for the period beginning the
following day. From 15" November 2006 to 1' February 2007, data will be updated
on a weekly basis.

Through this initiative, which goes beyond what is required by French and EU law and
regulations, players in the French market will be among the best informed anywhere.
Germany announced plans to adopt a similar scheme in the spring. However, the French
initiative will be unique, by offering information on almost all aspects of national generation
right from the start, since the country's three biggest generating companies have already
signed up.
